Primary objectives:
· Successfully Call the “Retract” Web service for one DDS.
Secondary objectives:

At the completion of this CF test, it is expected that the participants have developed a high-level strategy for the integration of call of the Retract DDS Webservice into its system.

Tasks

As stated above, the objective of this task is to test the capability to Retrieve the reference number of a previously submitted DDS.
“Retract DDS” operation:
The operation has the following parameter:
· UUID
The participant should use the UUID received in the CF test 2.
The operation returns the following parameters in case of success (see also 5.3 for list of errors):
· The http return code 200 (successful)

	EUDR_API_RETRACT_DDS_NOT_POSSIBLE
	The user cannot retract a DDS if it is referred in another statement.

	EUDR_API_NO_DDS
	No DDS corresponding to the provided UUID.
